Meth Labs—DHS Vehicle Quick Reference Card

Do not ever cross a police line without site commander approval.

	Possible signs of chemical contamination

· Powder or chemical staining which could appear as reddish or bleach-like stains on clothes.
· Strong odors on skin, hair or clothing
· Open wounds.


If occupants show signs of contamination
1. Wear disposable gloves 

2. Attempt to arrange emergency transport

a. If unable to arrange transport

I. Cover vehicle seat and seat back with a blanket.

II. Request site commander to do a “dry decontamination” of occupant(s).

III. Wearing fresh disposable gloves, cover clothing with clean garment.

If the occupants have no signs of chemical contamination or you have stumbled across a potential lab, refer to DHS-080-011-01, Employee Safety for Clandestine (Methamphetamine or other illegal) Drug-manufacturing Labs procedure, upon return to the office.

Cleanup/cross-contamination

If above has been followed, no special procedures are required before returning to the office.  Upon return to the office, refer to procedure noted above for washing instructions.

Safe glove removal 

1. With right hand, pinch palm of glove on left hand and pull left glove down and off fingers. Form left glove into a ball and hold in fist of right hand. 

2. Insert two (2) fingers of left ungloved hand under inside rim of right glove on palm side; push glove inside out and down onto fingers and over balled left glove.

3. Grasp gloves, which are now together and inside out, with left hand and remove from right hand.

4. Ask site commander to dispose of gloves or enclose in plastic bag and dispose of in office trash.
