Message  
 
The Oregon State Parks provides free Special Access Passes to all Oregon State Parks for: certified 
foster families, certified relative providers, and families who have adopted a former DHS foster child 
and Guardians of DHS children.  The pass provides free access to all 26 parks that charge a day-
use, RV sites, Tent camp sites and standard horse camp sites fees.  Special Access Passes are only 
available to individuals and families who hold a current Certificate of Approval to Maintain to a Foster 
Home for Children issued by the Oregon Department of Human Services; Children, Adults and 
Families.  
 
Adoptive and Guardian families must provide verification of their adoption or legal guardianships 
using a form they will be sent by the Adoptions Program Office.  Free Access Passes can only be 
used when the foster children are with the families.  
 
Foster parents and relative caregivers will be notified of this resource and changes in this program by 
letter with their monthly payments.  Certifiers should be aware of this resource and new process to 
help inform the provider fostering community.  In addition, there is a wall-poster that is being sent to 
all branch offices so you may display the program in common areas for foster parents and staff.  
 
How Foster and Relative providers apply: 

• Send a copy (see address below) of your valid Certificate of Approval to Maintain a 
Foster Home in Oregon.  Attach a letter with your mailing address and daytime phone number. 
The pass will be issued to the name(s) on the certificate. 

Oregon State Parks and Recreation will no longer accept a copy of the Certificate of Approval at the 
entrance for no fee entrance into a state park.  This year, Oregon State Parks and Recreation will 
only accept the plastic identification card you will receive when you follow the directions above.
