Discussion/interpretation: Effective 10/1/16, the divisor used to calculate the length 
of disqualification for certain long-term-care services due to a disqualifying transfer of 
assets has changed when the initial month of eligibility is on or after October 1, 2016.  
See OAR 461-001-0000(35) for more information on the initial month of eligibility. 

The divisor represents the average monthly cost to a private patient of nursing facility 
services in Oregon, which increased to $8,425 in 2016.  
 
 
Implementation/transition instructions: When there is a disqualifying transfer of 
assets, apply the $8,425 divisor to calculate the length of disqualification when the 
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initial month of eligibility is on or after 10/1/16.  
 
Training/communication plan: Review transmittal with staff.  Contact central office 
for technical assistance. 

Local/branch action required: Effective 10/1/16, begin applying this policy to all 
individuals in a non-standard living situation who have been disqualified due to the
