If the medical start date is 1/1/14 or later:
· DO NOT add new OPU for 1/1/14. OPU closes 12/31/13. OPU clients will be converted to AMO effective 1/1/14 (more information below about the conversion)
· DO NOT add new OPC, OP6, OHP-CHP, SFC or SCP clients (add as CMO, C21 or C5 with case descriptors CR1 and CR2) 
· DO NOT add new CEC clients. CEC has been obsoleted, the program is closed. 
· DO NOT add new CEM cases. The CEM program has been obsoleted, but not the policy:
· For 12-month continuous Medicaid eligibility, place the child in CMO
· There will be new “12E” coding to replace the old CEM code, but it’s not ready yet.  Keep track of anyone needing a 12E code (prior to 1/1/14, would have been “CEM”) until new 12E coding is ready in CM  
MAGI Workaround Changes for eligibility added for 1/1/14 medical start dates:
· DO NOT use the OHP-CHP workaround for MAGI CHIP; it’s no longer needed
· DO NOT use the MAA MAGI workaround for AMO or CMO; it’s no longer needed
· DO use the MAA MAGI workaround for PCR
· DO use an OPP MAGI workaround for PWO

CHIP conversion:
· CHP children with income from 100 – 133% FPL will be automatically converted by the computer to CMO. A CML case descriptor will be added to identify them for MMIS tracking
· If the medical start date is 1/1/14 or later and the income is 100 – 133% FPL, add as CMO (eligibles that were added to CHP using the CHP MAGI Workaround will be converted to CMO for 1/1/14)
OPU conversion:
· OPU adults will be converted to the AMO program
· Clients added to OPU for 1/1/14 by mistake will be converted by the computer – OR - a report will be created and clients manually converted to AMO 
When to use a 148:
· DO send a 148 if you have to add 2013 program eligibility to a 2014 program case. For example: There is an AMO client with medical starting 1/1/14 who qualifies for MAA or some other 2013 program in 10/13. Send a 148 for the 10/13 OPP eligibility
· DO NOT send a 148 when 2013 program eligibility needs to override the Fast Track (AMO) decision. Instead send an email to the Error Report per the Special Fast Track MMIS Data Correction Process procedure
