SSI children leaving Child Welfare

When an OSIPM child who receives SSI, enters Child Welfare (CW), their OSIPM is ended and child welfare medical is put in place. When these children leave child welfare, their benefits need to be converted back to OSIPM. This is the process child welfare workers will be using to return these children to OSIPM.

1. Upon notification that CW child who receives SSI is leaving CW custody, the CW worker will follow these steps:
a. Provide family with 539A along with letter to parents to complete 539A and return to local APD/AAA office within 30 days
b. [bookmark: _GoBack]The letter to parents will indicate that child’s CW medical will end in 30 days.
2. CW worker will notify local APD/AAA office that child has been referred for OSIPM.
a. Notification will be sent to branch transfer mailbox
b. Subject line will be CW child, SSI eligible
c. Body of email will contain the following:
i. Child’s name
ii. Current Address
iii. Phone number
iv. Name of parent or guardian
v. Date of birth
vi. Prime number
vii. language
viii. Date CW medical will end and OSIPM should begin
ix. Any safely issues
3. CW will leave the medical open for 30 days to allow time for 539A to be completed and returned. The child’s medical benefit will end at 30 days.
If your office receives notification of a CW child needing to be returned to OSIPM, please call the parents and encourage them to submit the 539A so that the child does not lose medical coverage. Many of these children are high risk, and the parents might not always understand the need to complete a new application.
