2) Type EIN in the search box in the upper right hand corner, click search

3) Choose the first EIN topic on the page

4) Scroll down 1/3 page and click Apply for an EIN online

5) Scroll down to the bottom of the page and click Apply online now

6) Click ok on the grey pop up box

7) Click on the grey bar Begin Application

8) Select Trust from the list, scroll to the bottom of the page and select continue

9) Select Irrevocable Trust, click continue 

10) Click continue 

11)  Choose Individual, click continue

12)  Complete the information with the Client’s name, and Social Security Number

13)  Do not click on Trust filing as and Estate under Sec 645, click continue

14)  Choose Individual and click continue

15)  Complete the information about the Trustee, choose I am the grantor, trustee or  beneficiary having a material interest for this trust, click continue

16)  Complete the Mailing address information for the Trust (it may be the trustee’s address or the Grantor’s)

17)  Complete the Legal name of the Irrevocable Trust is “The Jane A Doe Income Cap Trust”, Complete date trust funded ( month and year), click continue

18)  Click No, then click continue

19)  Click receive letter online and click continue, this will provide you with the Tax ID Number.
